Please read all summer camps rules. These rules will be discussed the first day of camp:

RULES

1. RESPECT | Campers must respect all staff, volunteers, campers, animals, nature and property
« Follow Directions at all time. Directions are given at the beginning of each activity.
« Keepyourhands, feet and objects to yourself.
« No cursing or foul language is permitted at camp.
o Clean up afteryourself. Take only memories, leave only footprints.
o NO electronics, cell phones, games or toys are allowed at camp.

2. ATTIRE & BELONGINGS | Campers wear appropriate attire and bring the appropriate belongings
o Campshirtisrequired every day
o Face mask, Lab coat, Safety glasses and Gloves are required at all times indoors.
o (Closed —toed shoes are required for all activities
« SunScreen and Bug Spray must be applied before entering the facility.
« Safety Gearis mandatory during outdoor activities. (helmets, lifejackets, etc.)

3. TEAM | Campers must stay with teams and counselors to ensure safety
o Follow the number system to account for all campers
o Whistles signals: 1 whistle = STOP, 2 whistles = COME and 3 whistles = EMERGENCY.

4. CONSEQUENCES | Campers who fail to follow rules above will be subject to the following.

o Three Strike Rule: Campers who fail to follow rules will have three opportunities to correct
their mistakes. After each misdemeanor, a strike will be given to the camper and a meeting
will take place with the camper and the appropriate guardian. If a camper is given three
strikes in one week, they will be sent home with no refund.

CAMP SHIRT: We are providing a camp shirt FREE each week. Campers need to wear the
shirt every day for easy identification and group control during outdoors activities. Additional
camp shirts are available for sale for a cost of $20.

CAMP HOURS: Camp hours are 8:30 AM- 5:00 PM. Parents will be required to sign infout their
child during drop off and pick up. Only the people authorized in the registration form will be
allowed to pick up campers. ID is required during pick up.

ARRIVE ONTIME: We required all campers to arrive by 8:30am. We have prepared a busy
schedule that requires travel on bikes to different locations. We will depart for outdoor
adventures on time.

WEATHER: All activities are subject to weather. We will notify parents in the morning if any of
the adventures have been changed or modified.

HOW TO REACH US: Most of the activities will be outdoors, please note we will be biking,
kayaking, snorkeling, etc. with no direct access to our phone. If you need to reach out any of
our counselors, please TEXT us at the mobile number (786) 608-3603.

CANCELILATION POLICY

 Registration fees are non-refundable.

o Allsalesare FINAL. No REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED.

« Cancellations prior 60 days from the start of Summer Camp will be issued minus the
REGISTRATION FEE. After this day NO REFUNDS WILL BE ISSUED.

« Cancellations prior to 30 days from the start of Summer Camp due to medical reasons that
can be fully documented with a physician’s written explanation may receive a 50% refund of
the Summer Camp payments. This provision does not apply to instances of a positive Covid
test or a Covid-related quarantine or isolation for any reason. Covid-related issues are instead
governed by the 60-day cancellation policy.
